Re: Scope Clarification
 

My application remains specific to the Designated Inspector
(DI) program, as defined under section 35A of the Animal
Welfare Act 2002 (WA).

I acknowledge that DIs are appointed from the General
Inspector cohort; therefore, where no DI-specific documents
exist as a separate category, this request extends to any
documents relating to or including DIs within the broader
General Inspector framework, limited strictly to the
operational functions listed in my application (appointments,
training, budget, recordkeeping).

 

This does not constitute a request for “all DPIRD staff”
records or unrelated General Inspector documentation.

 
 

Re: Preliminary Section 20 Assessment

 

I respectfully submit that DPIRD’s preliminary assessment
overstates the potential workload. Each category requested
is discrete and readily identifiable:

1. Recordkeeping Plan (Part 1.1) – Only the specific
RKP schedules/disposal authorities governing DI/GI
appointment, training, and enforcement records
(estimated 5–10 pages), not the full 230-page plan.

2. Appointment Documentation (Part 2.1) – This is a
binary matter: either an appointment register or
template exists, or it does not (Section 26 may
apply).

3. Budget Metadata (Part 3.1) – Chart-of-accounts
codes and cost centres are standard under
the Financial Management Act 2006 and should be
readily identifiable.

4. FOI Search Logs (Part 1.3) – In accordance with
OIC’s Reasonable Search Guidelines, agencies
typically document systems searched and
custodians contacted. These records should already
exist, or else can be addressed under Section 26.

 

The request therefore targets narrow, pre-existing document
classes and should not meet the threshold for refusal under
Section 20.

outcomes.
1.2 Any risk assessments, internal audits, or formal
correspondence (internal or external) concerning
DPIRD’s compliance with the State Records Act 2000
or its approved RKP, in relation to recordkeeping
practices for the DI program.
1.3 The FOI processing search logs or “reasonable

3.1 The chart-of-accounts codes, cost centre codes,
or cost objects used to budget for and record
expenditure related to DI operations (including
training, equipment, travel, or inspection activities)
for the financial years 2022-23, 2023-24, and 2024-
25.
3.2 Any budget submissions, internal financial
reports, or expenditure summaries referencing DI-
related costs, allocations, or activities within those
same financial years.” (Application)

Clarification of Scope
In reading the scope of your Application, the access
request is specific to documents relating to Designated
Inspectors (DIs), which is taken to refer to designated
inspector as defined in section 5 and 35A of the Animal
Welfare Act 2002 (AW Act). Under the AW Act, DIs are
a subclass General Inspectors appointed by the Director
General in accordance with section 35A of that Act.
As advised in previous decisions (FOI2025-08,
FOI2025-017 and FOI2025-049), in which the scope of
your applications were specific to request documents
relating to DIs, DPIRD does not hold documentation
specifically relating to DIs which is separate to that for
General Inspectors, or DPIRD staff based on the scopes
of your previous FOI applications (FOI2025-08,
FOI2025-017 and FOI2025-049).
With this in mind, please clarify whether your request is
for General Inspectors and NOT all DPIRD staff or
specific to DIs only. 
Preliminary Search & Reduction of Scope
Please note however that a request for documents
relating to General Inspectors and/or all DPIRD staff, as
applicable, would likely result in a diversion of a
substantial and unreasonable portion of the agency’s
resources away from its other operations in order to
process the application, as a preliminary search
identified DPIRD’s Record Keeping Plan consisting of
230 pages.

Staff would be required to divert an unreasonable and
disproportionate amount of resources to processing the
application, by reviewing the large number of pages, and
conducting searches for the other points of the scope of
your application. Following this a review of the documents
would be required to determine if they fall within the scope
of your application. This is on top of undertaking any
necessary consultations, and drafting a decision as is
required under section 30 of the FOI Act.

Section 20 of the FOI Act states that an agency may
refuse to deal with an application if they consider the
work involved would divert a substantial and
unreasonable portion of the agency’s resources away
from other operations.  In accordance with section 20(1)
of the FOI Act, the agency must take reasonable steps
to help you, as the applicant to narrow the scope of an
application to reduce the amount of work required to
deal with it.
Accordingly, in light of this, to make your application
manageable, I suggest amending the scope of your
application to the following, for your consideration:
